FWA: Framework Agreement.
JV: Joint Venture Company.
Lead Entity (LE): The Procuring Entity that establishes the Framework Agreement on behalf of cluster entities.

Panel: Group of Suppliers appointed for the supply of Goods to Purchasers.
Parties: The Government Purchaser/Lead Entity (acting for and on behalf of the cluster entities) and the Supplier.

Purchase Order: An official order (contract) for the supply of an item placed by a Cluster Entity or Purchaser. This is synonymous with Call-off contract.

Purchaser: A Government Entity that places a purchase order (or issues a call-off) under the FWA.

Standing Offer: The offer made by the supplier in response to a formal request for quotation under the FWA, and it means that the supplier agrees to supply the Goods only as and when authorised by the Purchaser through the issue of Purchase Orders/Call–offs. It also implies that the Supplier understands that the Purchaser is not obliged to order any Goods during the term of the FWA, except where the FWA requires the Purchaser to procure at least a specified Minimum Quantity/Value.

Term: The duration of The Agreement.

Tenderer: A supplier that submits an offer following a formal request for quotation.

SELECTION TO THE PANEL
