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Section II. Conditions of Contract


1.	Definitions


1.1 In this contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:


a. "The Contract" means the agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier, as recorded in the Contract Form Signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.
